1) Use care when cleaning aluminum extrusion or acrylic inserts. Use only non-abrasive cleaners.

2) When cleaning laminate inserts, countertops, or panels use mild cleansers and a soft material such as Top View of Panels with Locks

The label is located within

a groove of the extrusion (when

possible). With extrusion components
the labels contain Black numbers unless

otherwise specified.
