Connections are made by holding the button
down and sliding the red tube into opposing

tube until the connection is made. To disassemble
push button and pull or twist extrusions apart.

2) After assembling lower and upper sections,
connect them using the 6 Straight Vertical
supports and 3 Curved Vertical supports.
