Steps:

1) Attach lower horizontal extrusions 2, 3 and 4 between corner extrusions
extrusions 1.

2) Attach vertical extrusions 5 and 6 to curved horizontal extrusion 2,
placing inserts and door, then tighten setscrews to secure verticals.

3) Place insert as indicated.

4) Attach upper horizontal extrusions 7, 8 and 9 between vertical
extrusions 1.

5) Velcro internal shelf supports to inside assembled pedestal.

6) Set internal shelf atop shelf supports.

7) Set counter atop assembled pedestal.
