Most horizontal extrusion connections have a patented expandable lock. This lock inserts into
the groove of an opposing extrusion. Tightening the lock with the Hex Key Tool expands the lock
and creates a strong positive connection.

WHEN DISASSEMBLING ALUMINUM EXTRUSION, TIGHTEN ALL

Steps:

1) Attach vertical extrusions [2, 3, 4 and 5] to base plates [1].

2) Connect horizontal extrusions [6] between vertical extrusions at 3-3/4” up from base plate to bottom of metal.

3) Set floor atop lips of horizontal extrusions.

4) Attach upper verticals to lower verticals [7 to 4 and 8 to 5].

5) Place inserts and attach door where indicated.

6) Connect horizontal extrusions 9 between vertical extrusions and atop inserts and door.

7) Slide perforated metal between extrusions [7 and 8].

8) Connect horizontal extrusion [9] between extrusions [7 and 8] and atop insert.
