5) Attach horizontal assembled horizontals [8/9] between corner extrusions [6],
placing inserts as shown.

6) Attach horizontal extrusions [10] between corner extrusions [6] and verticals [7],
placing inserts as shown.

7) Set assembled header frame atop assembled graphic towers as shown in illustration.
