3) Connect horizontal extrusions together [6a to 6b and 7a to 7b].

4) Connect horizontal assemblies between vertical extrusions as shown.

5) Assemble shelf support by locking extrusions [9] to pill slots on extrusion [8].

6) Attach shelf support to backwall vertical where indicated, then set shelf atop support.

7) Attach monitor mount where indicated.
