12 2 90° Connector 2) Assemble support arms together [11 to 12 to 13].
13 2 2.636"w Horizontal Extrusion 3) Conenct support arms to both sides of assembled graphic frame.
14 2 12”h Vertical Extrusion 4) Attach assembled frame to backwall where indicated.
