Each page reminds you to tighten the setscrews after disassembling your
exhibit to prevent loss of the locks and setscrews (see below in RED).

Steps

1) Connect curved vertical extrusions [2 to 3, 5t0 6, 7 to 8 and 10 to 11] together.

2) Attach vertical assemblies [2/3, 5/6, 7/8 and 10/11] to base plates indicated, extrusion
[14] will need to be connected between vertical assemblies [5/6 and 7/8] by
connecting [5/6] to base plate, then attaching extrusion [14] and finally adding [7/8].

NOTE: See detail for connection.

3) Connect horizontal extrusions [12a to 12 b and 13a to 13b] together.

4) Attach vertical assemblies [12a/12b and 13a/13b] between vertical assemblies
[2/3 and 5/6].

5) Connect extrusion [14] to slot located in [13b].

6) Assemble extrusions [15, 16 and 17] together by first attaching [16] flush to bottom
left edge of [15], then attach [17] flush to bottom right edge of [16].

7) Attach assembly [15/16/17] to extrusions [8 and 14], making right edge of [15] flush
with top of [8].

8) Attach horizontal extrusions [18, 19 and 20] between vertical assemblies [7/8 and
10/11] making sure that the right edge of [19] is flush to the top of [11].
