3) Connect lower horizontal extrusions [7a and 7b] together.

4) Connect lower horizontal extrusions [8a and 8b] together.

5) Connect upper horizontal extrusions [9a and 9b] together.

6) Connect upper horizontal extrusions [10a and 10b] together.

7) Connect lower horizontal assemblies [7 and 8] between vertical
assemblies [2/3 and 5/6] as shown.

8) Connect upper horizontal assemblies [9 and 10] between vertical
assemblies [2/3 and 5/6] as shown.

9) Place lights staggered inside the vertical extrusions making sure
to run cords down thru bottom opening.

10) Place Sintra Cap atop assembled lightbox.
