The Visionary Designs Setup Instructions are created specifically for your
configuration. They are laid out sequentially, including an exploded view of
the entire display, and then a logical series of detailed steps to assemble the
main structure and components. We encourage you to study the instructions
before attempting to assemble your exhibit.

Each page reminds you to tighten the setscrews after disassembling your
exhibit to prevent loss of the locks and setscrews (see below in RED).

Unit can be assembled face down on the floor then lifted upright.
1) Connect backwall upper and lower verticals together [ 1 to 2, 3 to 4 and 5 to 6].
2) Connect horizontal extrusions together [7a to 7b and 8a to 8b].
3) Attach horizontal assemblies [7a/7b and 8a/8b] between vertical
assemblies [1/2 and 3/4].
4) Attach horizontal extrusions [9 and 10] between vertical assemblies
[3/4 and 5/6].
5) Attach support leg extrusions [11 and 12] to back of verticals [1 and 5], see
leg attachment detail.
